About

Saturated Buffers utilize the organic matter in the soil profile of a vegetated
filter strip located between a field edge and a stream to remove nitrogen from
tile transported water. To accomplish this a control structure is used to divert
a portion of the tile flow into a distribution tile that runs parallel to a stream.
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Site requirements

Generally operate on drainage systems
with 6-12 inch mains.
e At least 30 feet of perennial
vegetation
e At least 1.2% of soil organic matter
* No sand lenses or gravel layers
e Stable stream banks

Footprint

The control structure is installed on the
main near the field edge in the filter

strip. The below ground distribution line .
runs 500 - 1,000 ft. Interact with ADMIC
